·     We recommend churches utilize members who have a military ID to help with the base entry process (please let us know if assistance of non-ID holders is needed)
·     Please arrive to Air Force Base in enough time to have the meal ready and served no later than 6:15pm (generally 30-40 minutes early)
·     Please prepare enough food to serve 20-30 people (unless notified otherwise)
·     We recommend groups have no more than 3 volunteers per church when coming on base for logistical purposes
·     Please utilize the Chapel kitchen mainly for warming, rather than preparing meals in order to avoid excessive cleaning and to save time (there is a working microwave and convectional oven available)
·     It would be helpful for churches to bring their own paper products (plates, cups, napkins, utensils) along with the home-cooked meal, dessert, and drinks
Depending on the week chosen, please respect the weekly themes for meals:
·     1st Thursdays -- Mexican

·     2nd Thursdays -- Italian 

·     3rd Thursday -- Asian 
·     4th Thursday -- American
·     5th Thursday to be Any of the above
